
Founded in 1975, CMA has had over 167,000 people join
and more than 1,340 chapters chartered in the United
States. CMA is represented in 38 countries around the
world.

The main purpose of the Christian Motorcyclists
Association is to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ with
motorcyclists. This is achieved by attending motorcycle ral-
lies, tours, races, etc. and conducting worship services at
these events whenever possible. Annually the evangelistic
efforts of CMA allows us to expose more than 2 million
people to the Gospel, personally touching more than
500,000 with approximately 14,000 of those accepting
Christ, in the United States alone. 

CMA uses a portion of Run for the Son monies to assist in
the printing and distribution of tracts and other evangelistic
tools; such things as New Testaments, the Spoke-N-Word
(Gospel of John) and paper cups with the message of the
Gospel printed on them. These cups are used to distribute
free water and coffee at races and rallies, in an effort to
impact some of the hundreds of thousands of bikers who
attend. God has honored our efforts!

This would not be possible without the Run for the Son.

Over the past thirty years, Run for the Son has provided
more than 26.5 million dollars towards Home Missions,
and CMA International, to reach people all over the world.

CMA started as one man’s effort to reconcile
his relationship with his son. But God

had a much bigger plan. Today CMA is over 1,000
chapters in 38 countries guiding many thousands of
people to a reconciled relationship with our Heavenly
Father. In fact our most recent statistics indicate that
a CMA member somewhere in the United States
touches someone for Christ once every 54 seconds,
and leads someone to Christ once every 41 minutes,
24 hours a day, 365 days a year. 

CMA’s Run for the Son started as an effort to provide
one motorcycle to a pastor in Guatemala. From that
simple beginning Run for the Son has now provided
transportation to more than 13,000 pastors, evangel-
ists, and Christian workers around the world.

Over the past thirty years, CMA has been able to
extend the open arms of Christ to millions of people
around the world, through the fruits of Run for the
Son. By partnering with three like-minded ministries,
we have been able to place the message of hope and
salvation in front of millions of people in 192 coun-
tries around the world.  

Since its beginning, Run for the Son has raised over
$69 million dollars to help spread the Good News of
salvation through Christ; resulting in over 24.5 mil-
lion salvations. Some pray, some go, and some send;

JESUS FILM PROJECT®

For thirty-seven
years, the
impact of the
JESUS film has
been felt in jun-
gles, deserts, and
bustling cities around the
world. The mission of Jesus Film is to provide people with
a life changing encounter with Jesus through film, in their
native language. Translated into more than 1,500 lan-
guages and shown in more than 220 countries, the impact
has been huge. Historically, for every dollar CMA invests
in the JESUS film, 10 people view the film and 1 accepts
Christ. Based on these numbers, 128 million people have
viewed the film and 13 million have indicated decisions for
Christ as a direct result of CMA’s Run for the Son.

OPEN DOORS

For sixty-three years, Open Doors has
been committed to working in the
world's most dangerous and
oppressive countries. Through
Open Doors, CMA’s RFS provides
Bibles and Gospel development
resources to the persecuted and
the underground church. Run for
the Son has purchased more than 2.7
million Bibles for distribution in countries like North Korea,
Syria, and Iran. In addition, RFS provides the funds neces-
sary to train leaders and support many other projects that
strengthen the body of Christ facing daily persecution. 

MISSIONARY VENTURES

Missionary Ventures began in 1983 as an interdenomina-
tional missionary organization to assist Guatemala Christian
leadership. From Guatemala, this vision has been carried
throughout the globe; developing Christian leaders, assist-
ing them in planting churches and ministries that reach out
to the impoverished and hurting people in their communi-
ties. 

Transportation is a strategic tool for world evangelism. Most
indigenous pastors working in jungles, mountain villages,
and distant towns, are limited to walking. Through
Missionary Ventures, CMA supplies motorcycles, bicycles,
and other forms of transportation to indigenous pastors,
evangelists, and Christian aid workers. Many of the vehicles
are used by pastors to plant churches and expand outreach
into new areas. Statistics provided through Missionary
Ventures confirm that the motorcycles provided to these
evangelists usually average 10 new churches with each new
church seeing 180 new believers, all in the first year alone. 

40% TO REACH MOTORCYCLISTS

The Christian Motorcyclists Association is a non-profit
organization totally supported by motorcyclists and enthusi-
asts, who believe in Jesus Christ, believe in the ministry of
CMA, and give sacrificial gifts of love. 
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
